Trophies

· Perpetual trophies will be retained by the winner for a period of 11 months and then MUST BE RETURNED, professionally engraved, cleaned and in good condition to the Secretary PO Box 1018 Goondiwindi Q 4390 by the 13 July 2012
Performance

· No pre-hearing will occur
· No substitutions will be permitted in solo sections

· Substitutions of one performer ONLY will be permitted in duets, trios or quartets
· A performer may not perform more than once in the same section except when in groups of five or more

· School uniforms are to be worn only for School Representation

· Performers should appear in appropriate attire for the item being performed

· Teachers are NOT PERMITTED to assist the performer except as an accompanist or a conductor or at the discretion of the Committee

· Page turners are permitted

· Accompaniment may be by any appropriate instrument but the provision of alternative instruments is the sole responsibility of the performer

· Parents and teachers are not permitted onto the stage once the performance has begun, unless as an accompanist or conductor.
· A responsible adult, other than conductors and accompanists, must be provided by schools to supervise school aged children

Adjudication

· Prompting, EXCEPT by the adjudicator, will not be permitted in any section
· Communication with the adjudicator by teachers, parents or performers during the competition is STRICTLY FORBIDDEN

· The adjudicator may with-hold or divide prizes according to merit
· The adjudicator’s decision is final unless an error of identity occurs
· Adjudicator’s report sheets will be available from the Secretary’s office to all performers at the end of each session
Powers of Committee
